Selection Criteria
Athletes will be selected to the team objectively by both points, and subjectively by
committee selection. Selection will be made in the following priority:

Selection by Points

Points will be earned at the June 1 Slither Mountain Bike Race and June 13-15
Canmore Canada Cup. Points can only be obtained in the Men and Women’s categories
listed in Table 1 and will be awarded by placing as indicated in Table 2. Ties will be
broken by the number of 15t place finishes, number of 2" place finishes, number of 3
place finishes, etc.
